


AvaOffice’s core interface is centered around this window, the Instant Messaging contact list.
IM is the quickest, most basic communication available via AvaOffice, and this window is
designed to remain open among your other common applications. The contact list displays a
dynamically-updating still from the contact’s camera, if permitted.

Other functions are immediatly available from the contact list: start 1-to-1
videoconference, start text conference room, get info on the selected contact,
screen share with contact, and file share with contact.

An integrated daily schedule is shown in the contact list, with appointments indicated
on the timeline. A calendar button brings up the full calendar/scheduling system.

An information bar gives updates on upcoming appointments, requests for meetings,
reminders, and other information.

At any time an overall “Office View” can be displayed, showing all active meeting rooms,
sessions, and presentations, along with relevant info. Open/invited sessins can be
joined, infomation collected, new rooms created from here.

New meeting rooms, with audio, video, slides, screen and file sharing, and many more
features can be opened by clicking here, and attendees can be invited to participate.



In keeping with AvaOffice’s most important quality, integration, videoconferences can
be escalated to more full-featured meetingrooms at the click of a button.

One-to-one video conferences are a single
click away in AvaOffice, and offer features
such as screen/application sharing and file
sharing.
Multiple independent video conferences can
be open, and the users audio and video can be
easily switched between conferences.



The Meeting Room is the
heart of AvaOffice, providing
a powerful, effective, and
easy way for groups up to 50
users to meet, collaborate,
see and hear one another, and
much more.
Meeting rooms may be open
or  restricted,  can be
scheduled for recurring
meetings, or be created
spontaneously.

The ‘conference table’
is the main focus of an
AvaOffice Meeting
Room, and can contain
slides in PPT, SWF, JPG,
and other formats, can
p l a y  v i d e o ,  a l l o w
whiteboarding, and even
screen and application
sharing.

This 10-person meeting room is showing just one of many layouts available; different
sizes and arrangements of all windows are possible, and are changable on the fly; layouts
taylored to seminars, large, one-tomany meetings and smaller, fully collaborative meetings
can be selected, with different features given more or less space. Also, the branding of
the interface can be eaily tailored to individual organizations’ desires.



The overall “Office View” gives a comprehensive overview of all activity taking
place on the AvaOffice system, from 2-person videochats to large-scale seminars
and company-wide presentations and meetings. Content, slides, shared screens,
and other currently viewed content can be seen at a glance; individual participants
can be messaged or brought into other videoconferences. No other system can
boast such a level of control and support.



An integrated system-wide scheduling
system allows for the scheduling of
meetings, viewing currently open sessions,
reminders, and more. It is capable of
functioning as a general shared calendar
system for an entire organization.
